It has been five years since the first release of Bank Internationalization Report in 2015 by the
Academy of Internet Finance (AIF) and its partners. The aim of the Report is to analyze the level of

internationalization of global banks by introducing, and using the Bank Internationalization Index
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(BII). The BII will then help banks to clarify their openness in the international financial market, find
gaps and deficiencies in international development, and better achieve their internationalization

strategies.

* 9 of top 20 are located in the Pacific Rim, almost equal to the number of banks that are from
Europe;

*  The Bank of China (BOC) is the only bank in top 20 that comes from a developing country.

* The overseas assets of top 4 banks have declined in 2018. Some of the large international banks

have adjusted their international strategies in view of the increasingly complex global situation.

* Significantly Chinese bank BII ranking has grown steadily over the past decade, and

* International talent accumulation, digital transformation and the Belt & Road development

program have all brought opportunities for the internationalization of Chinese banks.
